Assistance with transportation 
arrangements for participant (car pool or public transportation) is included.  Recreation opportunities vary by location 
and dates.

American Buddy 

Individual homestay participants enjoy time with an American Buddy. Spend time together shopping, swimming, 
talking and hanging out with a teen that is the “same age” (within 3 years of your age). Hang out together one to four 
times per week for three hours at a time. 

 Enjoy a typical individual homestay with your American host family. 
 Spend time with your American buddy one, two, three or four times per week. Each activity will be

approximately 3 hours long. 
 Buddy will come to the participant’s host family home for each visit. 
 Weekly activities include “hanging out” and talking together, shopping, playing sports or whatever 

other “free” activities the participant and the buddy choose to do. 
 The homestay coordinator will plan the times and activities with the participant and his/her buddy 

each week. If the participant chooses to do an activity with his/her buddy that has an admission 
cost or requires a transportation cost, it is the responsibility of the participant to pay this expense 
on his/her own.
